
 The 56th Annual Meeting of the Mountain Lake Vegetation Management Coun-
cil will be held at the Hotel Roanoke and Conference Center in Roanoke, Virginia. The 
historic Hotel Roanoke is situated alongside downtown Roanoke in the heart of Virginia’s 
Blue Ridge Mountains, just minutes from Roanoke Regional Airport. 
 Roanoke was a little town named Big Lick when enterprising railroad magnate 
Frederick J. Kimball chose it as the site of a railroad juncture and a major city. Travelers 
coming to the city or breaking a tiring rail journey made the Hotel Roanoke their haven, 
beginning in 1882.
 The Hotel Roanoke began as a rambling wooden structure of less than three 
dozen rooms. As the city grew, the railroad consistently provided resources for hotel 
additions, remodeling and furnishings to maintain the Hotel’s reputation for excellence. 
Even in the Depression year of 1931, the railroad spent $225,000 for a wing with 75 
rooms, a 60-car garage and such “modern” amenities as circulating ice water, moveable 
telephones and electric fans. 
 In 1989, Norfolk Southern Corporation, direct descendent of Kimball’s Nor-
folk and Western Railroad, closed the Hotel it had owned and operated for 107 years. 
After being closed for four years, in 1993 the Hotel Roanoke began a multimillion dollar 
restoration and remodeling renovation project, funded by a package of public and private

 Reopening in April of 1995, The Hotel Roanoke embraced the future by building 
a 63,000 square-foot meeting space, featuring state-of-the-art technology and accommo-
dating more than 1,200 people, evolving into the Hotel Roanoke and Conference Center.
 In addition to railroad travelers and businessmen, out-of-towners in the 19th 
century came to Hotel Roanoke to enjoy long vacations in mountain air. Many notable 
guests have stayed at the hotel: Presidents of the United States, governors, millionaires, 
theater and sports stars, and attendees for political and business conventions. From 
meetings, bridge parties, dances, teas and luncheons from the old days to the pres-
ent, they turned the Hotel into Roanoke’s social and cultural center. 
 Please join us in October to not only attend an educational meeting but also 
experience this grand historic hotel.
